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HIDE and SEEK

Scientists have identified a new human organ hiding in plain sight in a discovery
they hope; could help them understood the spread of cancer within the body.

Layers long thought to be dense,connective tissue are actually a series of
liquid filled compartment researches have termed the "interstitial."

These compartment are formed beneath the skin, as well as lining the
gut,lungs, blood vessels and muscle and join together to form a network
supported by a mesh of strong,flexible proteins.

New analysis published in the journal Scientific Reports is the first to
identify these spaces collectively as a nhew organ and try to understood their
functions.

Remarkably,the interstitum had previously gone unnoticed despite being one
of the largest organ in the human body.

According to the existed information there were 78 organ in human body.

CONCENTRATE PROOF

The floating house concept was developed by Factor Architect in
Holland. The 2 storey building are each build upon a 70t water tight
concrete box which not only provides buoyancy in time of flooding but also
provides additional living space in the form of a basement.

When flooding occurs the homes can rise up to 15 ft by floating on
the water,guides and kept in place by two concrete piles. The floating
house concept prove concrete's credentials of water tightness and
robustness,valuable values assets for flooding prone areas.

SACRIFICIAL FLOOR HOUSE

This type of house has a base floor that can be used as laundry/wet
space/bathroom and to hold stored items and vehicles and other
purposes. Items of value can be shifted to upper level of houses during a
flood,to ensure their protection. This type of house can be useful in areas

that experience low to medium flooding probability.
