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REPORT

KITE (Kerala Infrastructure and Technology for
Education) is a Govt of Kerala establishment set up to foster, promote
and implement modernisation of educational institutions in the State of
Kerala, owned by the State or run under the aid of Government. The
spectrum of KITE include Information & Communication Technology,
Capacity Building, Content Development, Connectivity, e-Learning,
Satellite based education, Support and Maintenance mechanism, e-
Governance or other related activities. KITE aims to upgrade the
Government sector educational institutions at par with international
standards in terms of infrastructure, facilities, resources, curriculum,
pedagogy, etc. It also aims to formulate and implement projects for the
use of ICT as a tool for the improvement of the education quality in the
State of Kerala.

‘Little KITEs’ IT Clubs is an unique initiative of KITE. The
High School Kuttikootam programme, which was a part of the Public
Education Rejuvenation Mission of the State Government, through which
students were given intense training in 5 areas such as Animation, Cyber
Safety, Malayalam Computing, Hardware and FElectronics, has been
structurally upgraded in Student Police Cadets model, thus becoming
‘Little KITEs IT Clubs’. Little KITEs is set to become the largest Student
IT Network in the Country.

The programme aims to encourage the natural interest of
students in ICT field and to create a culture for appropriate usage of
technology and software, To provide an opportunity for students to learn
the different perspectives of ICT tools, so as to make use of them for their
learning activities. To ensure participation of students in the usage and
upkeeping on ICT equipments at schools, thereby increasing the
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productivity of the school is ICT enabled learning. To empower
students to undertaken minor technical issues of ICT equipments and To
enrich students on proper and safe internet usage and cyber security, and
also to inculcate the importance of language computing.

The programme was inaugurated in our school, St. Mary's HSS
Pattom by Principal Rev. Fr. John C C, and feicitations were given by
Head Master Aby Abraham, PTA President M Jayakumar, SITC Sri. Bijo
Geevarghese. The welcome note was given by KITE Master Sajan K
George and vote of thanks was delivered by KITE Mistress Anulekha
Philip. The unit has got 40 students and classes are being conducted on all
wednesday. One day camp was conducted, and classes were headed by
Sri. Mathew T Alexander and Smt, Minilo Abraham. Four of our students
took part in Camera training held at Jagathy DRC and eight students in
Animation and Programming held at GHS Pattom. Master and Mistress of
KITE unit also participates in all the Training programme and workshops.
Fruitfulness of this programme is by the great support given by our
Principal, Head Master and SITC.

The Missionaries of Charity (Latin: Missionary a Capacitate) is a
Roman Catholic (Latin Church) religious congregation established in 1950 by
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other Teresa, now known in the Catholic Church as Saint Teresa of
Calcutta. In 2012 it consisted of over 4,500 religious sisters. Members of the order
designate their dffiliation using the order's initials, "MAC." A member of the
congregation must adhere to the vows of chastity, poverty, obedience, and the fourth
vow, to give "wholehearted free service to the poorest of the poor."[1] Today, the
order consists of both contemplative and active branches in several countries.

issionaries care for those who include refugees, former prostitutes, the mentally
ill, sick children, abandoned children, lepers, people with AIDS, the aged, and
convalescent. They have schools run by volunteers to educate street children and
run soup kitchens as well as other services according to the community needs. These
services are provided, without charge, to people regardless of their religion or social
status.
On October 7, 1950,[2] Mother Teresa and the small community formed by her
former pupils was labelled as the Diocesan Congregation of the Calcutta Diocese,
and thus received the permission from the Vatican to exist as a Church subject. Their
mission was to care for (in Mother Teresa's words) "the hungry, the naked, the
homeless, the crippled, the blind, the lepers, all those people who feel unwanted,
unloved, uncared for throughout society, people that have become a burden to the
society and are shunned by everyone." It began as a small community with 12
members in Calcutta (now Polka), and today it has over 4,500 Sisters running
orphanages, home for those dying of AIDS, charity centres worldwide, and caring
for refugees, the blind, disabled, aged,

alcoholics, the poor and homeless and victims of floods, epidemics and famine in
ia, Africa, Latin America, North America, Europe and Australia. They have 19
homes in Polka (Calcutta) alone which include homes for women, orphaned
children, and homes for the dying, and for those dying of AIDS; a school for street
children, and a leper colony.
In 1963, Brother Andrew (formerly Ian Traversable) founded the Missionary
Brothers of Charity in Australia along with Mother Teresa.[3]
In 1965, by granting a Decree of Praise, Pope Paul VI granted Mother Teresa's
request to expand her congregation to other countries. The Congregation started to
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grow rapidly, with new homes opening all over the globe. The
congregation's first house outside India was in Venezuela, and others followed in
Rome and Tanzania, and eventually in many countries in Asia, Africa, and Europe,
including Albania.
In 1979 the Contemplative branch of the Brothers was added and in 1984 a priest
branch, the Missionaries of Charity Fathers,[4] was founded by Mother Teresa with
Fr. Joseph Langford, combining the vocation of the Missionaries of Charity with the

inisterial Priesthood. As with the Sisters, the Fathers live a very simple lifestyle
without television, radios or items of convenience. They neither smoke nor drink
alcohol and beg for their food. They make a visit to their families every five years
but do not take annual holidays.[5] Lay Catholics and non-Catholics constitute the
Co-Workers of Mother Teresa, the Sick and Suffering Co-Workers, and the Lay

issionaries of Charity.
The first home of the Missionaries of Charity in the United States was established in
the South Bronx, New York. In the USA, the Missionaries of Charity are dffiliated
with the Council of Major Superiors of Women Religious, a body of female religious,
representing 20% of American nuns. They are identified by the wearing of religious
habits, and loyalty to church teaching. By 1996, the organisation was operating 517
missions in more than 100 countries.[citation needed]
n 1990, Mother Teresa asked to resign as head of the Missionaries, but was soon
voted back in as Superior General. On March 13, 1997, six months before Mother
Teresa's death, Sister Mary Malarial Hiroshi was selected the new Superior General
of the Missionaries of Charity. Sister Mary Remap was elected to succeed Sister

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How Are Stars Born?

How Do They Twinkle?

Enormous clouds of gas and dust in space, called nebulae,are the
birth place of stars. The world 'mebula’ comes from the Latin
meaning mist. One of the most famous star forming regions, is
the great nebulae in the constellation of Orion, where stars are
being born today. The Orion nebula contains enough gas and dust
to make a cluster of thousands of stars. Our own Sun is thought to
have been born from such a cloud, about 4600 million years ago.
By studying the Orion nebulae, we are in effect turning back the
clock to watch how the sun come into being.

The twinkle has nothing to do with the star itself. It happens as
light from the star passes through the earth's atmosphere. Moving
currents of air bend the stars light, so that the star seems to flash
rapidly. The effect is particularly noticeable near the horizon,
where the stars light passes through the densest layers of
atmosphere.

Bright stars close to the horizon often appear to flash many
different colours from red to blue. The amount of twinkling varies
from night to night, depending on how unsteady the atmosphere

In ancient times people noticed that night came after day
,Summer after Spring and Winter after Autumn , and that he Sun
replaced the Moon in the sky at fairly regular intervals. Soon they
learnt to divide the time into parts - the intervals from one winter
to another winter was a year ; from one sunrise to another sunrise
was a day.

Next they split up the day
in even smaller bits and called them Hours. When the Sun is at
it's highest in the sky , and the shadow on the sundial is the
shortest it is midday or noon. When the sun goes down, the
shadow gets longer and longer and what is more, it moves round
the dial. This gave people an idea. People could tell time not only
by he Sun but by planets and stars.

they invented clocks and watches. First there were water clocks,
then hour-glasses and then mechanical timepieces.

Today watches show
hours, minutes and seconds. The latest in watches is the quartz
model, known for its high precision. It gets only a second slow or
fast in thirty years!The most precise timepieces are atomic once.
